Replace the above title of paper and name(s) of author(s) and their addresses with your own paper title, author(s), and addresses. Title of paper must not exceed two (2) lines. The abstract should be placed here. It should consist of one paragraph giving the objectives of the paper, a summary of the work presented in the following sections, and the general conclusion of the work. Please limit the abstract to 200 words. Also, the abstract must not exceed this first page. Do not use footnotes in the text. The acknowledgments of funding agencies, etc. are to be placed in a separate section at the end of the text. In addition to their manuscript (maximum 8 pages) authors are requested to also submit one extra page containing only the abstract and a minimum of five and a maximum of ten keywords. The length of the abstract and the keywords should not exceed one page. A sample of the “Abstract Only” page is provided in a separate document.
1. INTRODUCTION

The paper must be submitted in electronic format using MS-Word. Authors are also required to submit two (2) additional hard copies. The Conference Proceedings will be prepared from the electronic file and the hard copies will be used in the review process. To ensure publication quality and uniformity, authors are required to adhere to the following requirements in preparing their paper(s). Papers that do not meet the conference format will be returned to the author(s) for revision and re-submittal. Delay in returning papers and failure of author(s) to meet the deadline may cause the papers not to be included in the proceedings. Re-submitted papers that do not meet the conference format requirements may be rejected.
You can replace our sample text in this document with the text of your own paper. However, we recommend that you keep a copy of the original version of this file for reference.
2. GENERAL REQUIREMENTS

2.1 Page Format

This page is formatted in Standard Letter size. Margins in all directions are 25 mm. Please use the current page set up of this document. This includes (with the exception of the first page) left margin = 25 mm, right margin = 25 mm, top margin = 25 mm, and bottom margin = 25 mm.

2.2 Paper Length
Papers, including the abstract, all figures and tables must not exceed 8 pages.
2.3 Commercialism
All commercialism must be avoided. This applies to all authors including those at universities, consultants, independent laboratories and manufacturers. Products should be defined by their properties. Organization names can only be used once within the paper. Product names can only be used once within the paper and only where they are associated with the definition of the properties. Papers that do not conform will be returned to the author(s) to be revised. Failure to comply with these presentation rules will result in rejection of the paper. Acknowledgement of sponsorship at the end of a paper is both appropriate and acceptable.

2.4 Clearances
The authors are responsible for obtaining written permission to profile the project or subject matter in their paper(s) from any and all clients, owners or others who contracted for the work. Conference organizers assume that author(s) has obtained the proper permission. Conference organizers assume no liability for the author(s) failure to gain proper permission.

2.5 Copyright Material
It is the author(s) responsibility to obtain copyright permissions for reproducing any materials, such as figures, tables or photographs, published in any other source. The source of the reproduced material should be referenced in an appropriate way in the paper as well, for example in the caption of tables, figures or photographs. Reference of the source does not waive the author(s) responsibility to obtain reproduction permission. Conference organizers assume the author(s) has obtained the proper permission. Conference organizers assume no liability for the author(s) failure to gain proper permission. 
2.6 Assignment of Copyright
ALL authors are requested to sign the attached Copyright Transfer Form and send it by Fax or Mail to the Organizing Committee to allow including their paper(s) in the Conference Proceedings.

3. WORD PROCESSING
3.1 Font Type and Size
All text must be 10 point Arial font except for title and author information as noted in 5.4 below. Variations in italics, and underlining are permitted but should be minimal and limited in use to emphasis of certain words or phrases and NOT used to vary the type of subheadings.
3.2 Language
Papers must be written in US or UK English. In order to maintain the highest possible quality in the Proceedings, and to relieve the burden on the reviewers, please take the necessary steps to minimize stylistic, grammatical, and spelling errors. Spell check your document with the US or UK English dictionary. Documents that do not meet this requirement will be returned for revision. 
3.3 Paper Title and Author(s)
The full paper title should be typed centred at the top of the first page in 12 point Arial font, bold and in uppercase. The title must not exceed two (2) lines.

The name(s) of author(s) and mailing and e-mail addresses should then be typed centred in 10 point Arial font below the paper title (see example above).

3.4 Text Format, Separation Lines, Spacing and Indenting
All text should be single-spaced. The text should be fully right and left justified. AVOID using the ENTER key to end the line but allow the word processor to wrap the text automatically to ensure consistent flow of the text. Format Main Headings with 20 points before and 12 points after. Format Subheadings with 12 points before and 12 points after. Main Headings and Subheadings in this sample document are already formatted to provide the required spacing.
Use two separation lines with the following:

· Immediately after paper title
· Immediately after Authors’ names and addresses
Use one separation line with the following:

· - Immediately before and after equations

· Immediately before and after Tables
· Immediately before and after Figures
· Between Figures and their captions
· Between Paragraphs

3.5 Units and Numbers
All papers should use SI units only. (Other units may appear in parentheses following the SI units). Arabic numerals only are allowed. Papers that do not meet this requirement will be returned for revision and resubmission.
4. HEADINGS AND SUB-HEADINGS
4.1 Numbering
All headings should be numbered as shown in this document (e.g. 1.5.3.). Styles “Heading 1” and “Heading 2” have been preformatted in this document to follow the desired format.

4.2 Position

Main headings and subheadings are pre-formatted in this document with a 10 mm tab and a 5 mm tab, respectively. All headings and subheadings should be flush to the left. No headings (except for the title) should be centred.

4.3 Format
Main headings only should be CAPITAL letters. All other subheadings should be in title case with the first letter of each word capitalized. All headings and sub-headings should be bold.
5. Header and Footer/Page numbers

The header of the first page includes the Conference logo as it appears in this document. No header in the following pages should be used. The footer of the following pages is as shown in this document. Pages are to be numbered 1 to 8 as in this document.
6. EQUATIONS

Place equations and formulae centred in separate lines. Number Equations consecutively with the equation number placed flush to the right margin in paranthese. Refer to equations in the body of text by these numbers (e.g. . . . Eq. 1 . . . or Equation 1 shows . . .). Example:

7. TABLES

Number tables consecutively in the order of appearance and refer to them as Table 1, Table 2, etc. Tables should be placed within the text as close as possible to where they are first referenced rather than at the end of the paper. Table font should be Arial (10 point) similar to the text. Table captions should be centred immediately before the table. Type the caption above the table to the same width as the table, and do not leave a line space between the table caption and the table. The table caption should start with the table number as (Table 1  ). Table caption should be Bold. Avoid abbreviations other than units in the tables. Units should appear just after the column headings of the table. Table headings should be bold. Avoid repeating information shown on figures in tables. An example Table follows.

8. Illustrations
Number illustrations (whether figures or photographs) consecutively in the order of appearance and refer to them in the text as Fig. 1, Fig. 2, etc. Illustrations should be placed within the text as close as possible to where they are first referenced rather than at the end of the paper. Avoid placing illustrations sideways on a page; however if this is not possible, no other text should appear on that page. Make sure your illustration, whether a line drawing or a photo, is of good quality. Photographs should be of good resolution and contrast. For line diagrams, the lines should preferably be 0.2 mm thick and the text in the diagram should be Arial (10 point). Figure captions should be centred immediately below the illustration. The figure caption should start with the figure number as (Figure 1  ). One line space should be used between the figure and its caption. Figure Captions should be bold. Units should be indicated on the axes of line diagrams. An example figure follows.

9. ACKNOWLEDGEMENT 

One Paragraph of acknowledgement that does not exceed eight lines is allowed. Acknowledgements should be the last section before the references.

10. REFERENCES
References should be in numerical order (Vancouver System) as they appear in the text where they should be cited in square brackets on the line e.g. [1], [2,3]….etc. not as superscript. At the end of the paper, list all references in the order of their citation in the text. Do not leave an open line between references. Type the book titles and names of journals, reports and conferences in italics, if possible.

The format for books is: last name, initials, Book Title, Publisher, City, State/Province, Country (of publisher), Year, total number of pages. For example:

[1] Terzaghi, K. and Peck, R.B., Soil Mechanics in Engineering Practice, 2nd ed., McGraw Hill, New York, NY, USA, 1987, 602 pp.

The format for journal papers is: last name, initials, “Article Title,” Name of Journal, volume number in Arabic numerals, issue number in Arabic numerals, year, pages. For example:

[2] Ingold, T.S. and Miller, K.S., “Drained Axisymmetric Loading of Reinforced Clay,” Journal of Geotechnical Engineering, ASCE, 109, 1983, pp 883-898.

The format for conference papers is: last name, initials, “Article Title,” Name of conference, Publisher, City, State/Province and Country where conference took place, volume number in Arabic numerals, year, pages.  For example:

References to websites should include title of document, web address (complete URL), date of document (if available), and date accessed by the author. For Example:
