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Background:

There is increasing concern about the impact of hotels on local community and environments. In large part, the degradation of tourist destinations is a consequence of inadequate or inappropriate environmental management practices. With organic wastes accounting for over half of a typical hotel’s solid waste composition, this project focuses on converting the organic waste stream into a valuable resource, i.e., compost used for soil amendment. Reducing the waste of hotels through composting, helps close the loop between resource consumption and waste production.

Based on the issues identified in the environmental impact report on Siem Reap, Cambodia and a successful experience of environmental management in hotels in Hua Hin, Thailand the Project will now share the experience and its expertise with hotels Siem Reap.  The project has been associated with the tourism field in Siem Reap for the last one-year since it signed a memorandum of understanding with the Ministry of Environment, Cambodia to conduct a study on cumulative effects of hotels in Siem Reap Town.  As a follow up to that process the project is now organizing this workshop.

Workshop Details:

· The one-day workshop will be held for the Managers and the staff of the hotels to manage their solid waste properly to ensure environmental sustainability of Siem Reap town and in turn sustainability of the tourism and the hotel industry itself.

· The speaker at the workshop will be Dr. Murray Haight, a Canadian Expert on Waste Management Practices from the University of Waterloo, Canada.

· The workshop will be a mix of class room session, hands on training and demonstration.

· The class room sessions and the material will be translated in Khamer for the benefit of the locals.

· The workshop will be held in Siem Reap at the Angkor Hotel.
